1.  CALL TO ORDER AND WELCOME:  CMSgt Rich Brown called the Andrews Chiefs’ Group meeting to order at 1605 on Wednesday, 6 April 2011 at The Club at Andrews, Joint Base Andrews, Maryland.

3.  STANDARD AGENDA ITEMS:

a. Previous Meeting Minutes Review: Minutes from the meeting held on 2 March 2011 were presented, reviewed and accepted.
 
b. Treasurer Report:  No report provided.  Treasurer unable to attend.

c.  Hails & Farewells:  CMSgt Todd Fuller was welcomed.  CMSgt Rich Brown PCS to RAF Lakenheath, UK in May 2011.   CMSgt William Kelly is retiring on 19 May.  

d. Deployments:  CMSgt Dennis Douglas returned from deployment.

e. Enlisted Force Development: Due to Andrews’ Chiefs’ failure to fill the ALS Mentor requirement, CMSgt Brinkley advised the group he is adding SMSgts to the mentorship pool.  He plans to create/fill a mentor schedule 1 year in advance listing primary and alternate names.

4.  UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

a. ALS Mentorship: If interested, we still need Chiefs to fill the remaining FY11 ALS mentor positions. (ONGOING)

b. Chiefs’ Group 5K & 10K Run:  Plan is ready to execute when the AFAF fund drive ends.  CMSgt Brown has coordinated the requirements for a tentative 17 June execution date, but is unable to execute the run/fund raiser due to his impending PCS in May.  CMSgt Castellano volunteered to take on the project in place of CMSgt Brown.  CMSgt Castellano will look at moving the run to 24 June due to the pending 11 WG Family Day on 17 June. (OPEN)


c. Andrews Enlisted Incentive Flights:  Background - CMSgt Acostar requested support to start a base wide incentive flight program for Andrews’ Airmen in the grades of E-6 and below.  CMSgt Acostar informed the Chiefs that the leaders are on board.  The next step is to establish the ROEs to execute the program.  Awaiting CMSgt Acostar to provide additional information. (OPEN)

d. Fundraiser:  In lieu of having a food booth at JSOH, (C)MSgt Flynn recommended we have a catered fundraiser.  He’ll research and brief the group at a later meeting.  Awaiting additional information from (C)MSgt Flynn. (OPEN)

e. Chief Suites:  CMSgt Brinkley coordinated with the 11 MSG/CC to assign two business suites in the Presidential Inn as Chief suites instead of using the TLFs.  He recommended focusing the Chiefs’ Group efforts on providing memorabilia for the rooms vice cleaning up the TLFs.  Additionally, CMSgt Brackett informed the group there were pictures of former Chiefs in the old Chief Suites that need to be located and moved to the new Chief suites.  Lastly, CMSgt Brinkley directed the FSS to get rid of the old worn out Chief Stripes in front of the current TLF Chief suites. (CLOSED)  

f. Annual Steak Burn:  There’s a need to determine a date and individual to take the lead on the 2011 Steak Burn.  Anyone interested can contact CMSgt Gary Shedenhelm.  (OPEN)

5.  NEW BUSINESS: 

a. Event support:  CMSgt Brown proposed the group create a list of events or organizations the Chief’ group will support annually and include it in the by-laws.  CMSgt Brinkley recommended the group only support events that impact the entire installation, followed by CMSgt Brackett’s recommendation to include annual awards sponsorship to show our support to all the Wings.  CMSgt Brown reiterated the group needs to ensure it supports all the Wings because all the Wings are represented in the Andrews Chiefs’ Group. (OPEN)

b. Elections:  Due to his impending PCS in May, CMSgt Brown proposed “out of cycle” elections.  The group voted and approved the motion.  CMSgt Douglas, as a non-council member, agreed to coordinate the election.  The election will take place in May with the new executive council taking over in June. (CLOSED) 

6. COMMAND CHIEF BRIEF(S):  

a.   AFDW/CCC:   CMSgt Battenberg thanked the group for the donation it approved/provided
towards the Enlisted Widow’s Home.  

b.   11 WG/CCC:  CMSgt Brinkley informed the group about the drill competion this Saturday 9 Apr 11 that includes the AF Honor Guard competing against the other services at the Jefferson memorial.  Additionally, on 3 May, the Baltimore Ravens coach, John Harbaugh will speak at the Team Andrews Leadership Forum and during JSOH, personnel will have the opportunity to reenlist with the AF Thunderbirds.
