1.  CALL TO ORDER AND WELCOME:  CMSgt Richard Brown called the Andrews Chiefs’ Group meeting to order at 1603 on Wednesday, 9 February 2011 at The Club at Andrews, Joint Base Andrews, Maryland.

3.  STANDARD AGENDA ITEMS:

a. Previous Meeting Minutes Review: Minutes from the meeting held on 5 January 2011 were presented, reviewed, and accepted.
 
b. Treasurer Report: No report provided.  Treasurer unable to attend.

c.  Hails & Farewells: CMSgt Ish Mohammed is retiring on 11 Mar and CMSgt Mark Stevenson is retiring on 25 Mar 2011.

d. Deployments: CMSgt Dennis Douglas is currently deployed.

4.  UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

a. ALS Mentorship. CMSgt Robert Sullivan will fill ALS class 11-D and (C)MSgt Danny Guttery will fill class 11-E  mentor positions. (ONGOING)

b.  Chiefs’ Group 5K & 10K Run:  CMSgt Brown requested the Chiefs’ Group sponsor a 5K/10K run in the Spring of 2011 with a $10.00 registration fee and award prizes for winners.  A vote was taken, and the decision was unanimous to hold this fundraising event.  CMSgt Brown informed the group the original date was impacted due to the 11 WG 27 May Family Day and AFDW rescheduling the AFAF campaign to end later than originally scheduled.  He will look at selecting a new date either after the compliance inspection or prior to 27 May.  CMSgt Brown proposed 26 May with an increase on the cost in order to give the required percentage to AFAF.  If unable to conduct the run on 26 May, due to the campaign, the group will revisit the subject and recommend a new date, possibly 17 June.  (OPEN)

c. Chiefs’ Group Going Away Gift:  The question was raised as to what type of gift we present to retiring (AF) Chiefs.  CMSgt Brown advised that the Andrews Chiefs’ Group has regularly given a brick at the Enlisted Heritage Hall.  As an alternative, CMSgt Battenberg advised that there is a new USAF Airman Heritage Museum at Lackland and suggested that we consider purchasing pavers for it in the name of the retiring Chiefs.  CMDCM Love advised that the Navy purchases bricks at the Fisher House in the name of retiring Navy Chiefs.  Chief Brown proposed giving the “Going Away Chief” the option of where to place a brick in their honor.  Members voted and approved the measure. (CLOSED)

d. Andrews Enlisted Incentive Flights:  CMSgt Acostar requested support to start a base wide incentive flight program for Andrews Airmen in the grades of E-6 and below.  He stated that his General was on board and wanted buy-in and coordination from the other flying Group Chiefs.  CMSgt Brinkley advised that the 1 HS was in.  The CCMs will determine which airframes will be made available, and will also be responsible for building SOPs to document the Andrews Incentive Flight program.  BGen Johnson and CMSgt Acostar will discuss the incentive with commanders at the next CC breakfast. (OPEN)

e. Fundraiser: In lieu of having a food booth at JSOH, (C)MSgt Flynn recommended we have a cater fundraiser.  He’ll research and brief the group at a later meeting. (OPEN)

5.  NEW BUSINESS: 

a.  Chief Suites – CMSgt Castellano informed the group the new temporary Chief TLF will be used for a longer period than originally expected.  He advised the concrete Chief stripes outside the TLF need repainting and fixes.  CMSgt Battenberg concurred and encouraged the group to assist with the project.  Additionally, he proposed the group provide Chief memorabilia for the suites.  CMSgt Battenberg also informed the group of a program, Quality Review, that allows CMSgts to spend the night in the Chief TLF suites for free if it’s not rented out/reserved and the CMSgt agrees to complete an inspection/quality review of the quarters.  CMSgt Castellano agreed to lead the project and coordinate a date via e-mail to the group. (OPEN)  

b. Enlisted Widow’s Home – CMSgt Battenberg propose the group donate funds towards the Enlisted Widow’s Home.  Funds were previously provided via the Command Chief’s Conference but it’s no longer taking place nor providing donations.  CMSgt Battenberg expressed the desire to donate a check when he visits the facility in a few weeks.  CMSgt Hartsook recommended we reach out to all the professional organizations for donations to equal up to the amount of $1000.00.  Members voted and approved a donation in the amount of $200.00. (CLOSED)

c. Annual Steak Burn – CMSgt Brown encouraged the group to begin thinking about the annual steak burn.  (OPEN)

6. COMMAND CHIEF BRIEF(S):  

a.  AFDW CCC:  CMSgt Battenberg spoke to the group concerning the Chief Orientation course that had 31 Chief selects from throughout the world attend.  He encouraged the group to get involved in the orientation/ceremony preparations next year in order to assist the new CMSgts with manpower vs. 3-4 CMSgts taking on the entire burden.

b.  89 WG CCC:  CMSgt Bracket encouraged the group to get involved and participate in the Arlington Interments.  He explained the process/honor of a current CMSgts presenting the American flag to the family of a deceased CMSgt being buried at the Arlington Cemetery.
  
c.   79 MDW CCC:  CMSgt Hartsook invited and encouraged the group to join and get involved in AFSA to help give a voice to the enlisted core.  He touched on the DoD budget issue and how we need to make sure we are aligned with the advocates for the enlisted core.
